Combined Approaches

These solutions need not be thought of in isolation.  For many impaired users the best solution might combine a number of the strategies mentioned above.

Miscellaneous

· $ -Footrests. If the user’s feet are dangling down from a seat that is too high they can help to maintain sitting balance and achieve good hand control. 
· $ -Wrist rests. Stabilizes the arm. Arm supports. Take the weight of the arm and let the user move across the keyboard to access the keys. 
· Ginger Spell – Provides whole line spell checking, and it is individualized to each student's style.  ($5.95 jper month, per computer) Does not work with another Word overlay program such as Scholastic Keys (MaxWrite, MaxShow, MaxCount)
