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Young Professionals Alumni Group – Roles and Responsibilities
The Young Professionals Alumni Group (YPAG) is a set of individuals who will network, volunteer, provide advice and serve as ambassadors for their elementary school. This alumni group can be helpful in furthering the mission of the school and serve as advocates for the school in their community. In addition to giving back to the school, the YPAG can serve as a means for young professionals to reconnect with fellow alums.  

Responsibilities include:

· Serving as leading advocates for the School;
· Providing advice on best practices for promoting the School to others considering enrolling their children; 
· Attending meetings and networking activities/events hosted by the YPAG;
· Volunteering services to the school (i.e. marketing, fundraising, public relations or technology assistance), as appropriate; 
· Preparing thoughts on pertinent topics to present to the Board;
· As appropriate, corresponding/communicating with the community as a YPAG member on behalf of the School; and,
· Making an annual gift to the School.
Suggested activities for this group include: 

· Sending invitations to join the Young Professionals Alumni Group all area alumni in their 20s – 30s (an initial meeting should be held at the school and hosted by either the principal or a member the school’s Board); 
· Inviting YPAG members to speak at the school in a “Career Day” format; 
· Hosting a networking event or “happy hour” for local alumni to meet others that are living and working in the area.
